For years the NSC racing fleet has used 
channel 68 to communicate.  Mike Brown, Cruising 
Fleet Captain has announced that the cruising fleet 

will one-up the racing fleet and use channel 69 for its 
communications.  If you are trying to remember the 
channel to use just think one-up from the channel the 
racers use.  Being able to talk to each other on our 
vessels should make it more fun and safer for 
everyone so if you do not already have a VHF please 
get one, and if you do have a VHF radio please use it.  
Please also note that there is a presentation available 
on the cruising page of the NSC website that can be 
downloaded for free which describes proper use of 
VHF radios on Lake Nockamixon.
